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How do I register my horse with ARHA?
1. Complete ARHA Membership Application. “Legal Horse Owner” (name that appears on horse’s registration paper) is required to be a current member of ARHA.  –  Individual Membership – $30 – Family $40 – Youth $10 – Amateur $40 
2. Owner is required to complete an ARHA Registration Application. Registration fee of $15 must accompany form. 
3. Owner must include a legible photocopy of breed registration papers. Horse must be quarter type registered with AQHA, APHA, ApHC, IBHA, ABRA, PBHA, PTHA (stock-type).
Make check payable to: ARHA
PLEASE NOTE: If said horse is not registered in the person’s name trying to register it with ARHA and they cannot provide  proof of transfer report, then that person must pay for a membership for the person whose name does appear on the registration paper who is considered to be the “legal horse owner”. If not, then that horse cannot be shown in ARHA classes.
